This is a free email program that will guide you on an incredible 40-day journey to become the-
best-version-of-yourself. The short, daily videos from Matthew Kelly are both inspiring and
practical.

Read the Gospels.
Pick a Gospel and read a passage each day during Lent. It is in reading the Gospels that we can
realize that Jesus is not just a historical figure. He is alive and with us in everything we do.

Sit in a church with Jesus.
Stop by a church for a few moments each day during Lent. Sitting in a quiet, empty church is a
beautiful experience. Just you and God. There is something powerful about that.
